CUBMASTER’S CORNER — Dana Scarlatta

During the recent Blue and Gold
celebration, Pack 201 conducted a
“bridging” ceremony.To some of us this
brought back memories of our own
scouting days, but to others, this was an
unfamiliar ceremony.

The ”bridging“ ceremony represents a
transition for our boys as they leave Cub
Scouts and go on to Boy Scouts.The boys
are seen leaving their pack, crossing a
bridge, and being received by members
of the Boy Scout troops that they are
becoming a part of.

Many things will change for these new
Boy Scouts.The people leading the unit
will not be the parents but the boys
themselves.The older scouts will teach
the younger scouts to conduct the meet-
ings, plan events and outings, teach new
skills, and compete with other Boy Scouts
during Camporees and Jamborees.

The adult positions in the troop
(Scoutmaster, Asst. Scoutmaster, etc.)
become more of an advisory group.They
are present to maintain a safe
environment for the scouts, to assist with
the administrative activities of the troop,
to provide a mentoring environment, and

to oversee the skills that the scouts are
learning so that they can progress
throughout the ranks of Boy Scouting.

When your boys become Webelos, you
and your boys will start to have many
questions about Boy Scouting.The more
common ones are…What do Boy Scouts
do?…How do I find out about the Boy
Scout troops out there?…What troop
should I go into?…Do I have to go into
the troop that is attached to the Cub
Scout Pack?…Do all of us have to go into
the same troop? 

Many of these questions will be an-
swered while your son is a Webelo Scout.
The Webelo rank is a 2-year rank because
the scout is being taught more difficult
tasks. As the scout has progressed up the
previous ranks of Cub Scouting, he has
been given a ”small taste“ of many differ-
ent skills. He is now in a transition to-
wards Boy Scouting so he is being taught
more Boy Scout skills. During this time as
a Webelo, his Den Leader will take him to
several different Boy Scout troop meet-
ings.This will give your boy a chance to
experience Boy Scouting for himself. Each
troop is different.They have different per-
sonalities.The most important thing is

that the boy chooses the troop. He needs
to evaluate each troop, look at the activi-
ties that each troop participates in and
choose the troop that he feels is best for
him. If for some reason your son realizes
that this troop isn’t offering what he feels
he needs, don’t worry, he can always
transfer to a different troop. Everybody is
free to join any troop that they want.

Do not worry. All of your questions will be
answered. Boy Scouting is a big step for
everyone. Myself as well as some of the
other adult leaders are experienced Boy
Scouts. All of us will be more than happy
to sit down and answer any of your
questions.We can get you in touch with
the troops in the area.We can talk to you
and your son about our own feelings and
experiences when we became a new Boy
Scout.

Scouting is an experience that cannot be
duplicated anywhere else. It is a program
that is now 90 years old. It involves
millions of kids and adults all over the
world.We, as adults, need to assist our
kids whenever and wherever we can. But
we also need to let them make some of
the decisions that can influence the rest
of their life.
